Review and approval of Minutes

Balance of State (BoS) Steering Committee
The following topics were discussed at the August 6, 2013, Balance of State (BOS) Steering Committee: 
· NC BoS Governance
· Regional CoC committees were asked to review the NC BoS Governance document and provide comments/recommendations.
· ESG Funding Application Update
· NC DHHS released Application for ESG Funding on July 16, 2013.
· The deadline for Regional Committees to complete Regional Applications (including Project Applications) and submit to NC DHHS is August 21, 2013.
· CoC Funding Application Update
· HUD will begin the application process for CoC funding in mid-September 2013.  Anyone interested in applying can submit an Intent to Apply form. 
· NC BoS Funding Update
· NC DHHS –NCCEH contract expired June 30, 2013
· No funding for BoS in final state budget FY 2013-2014 

· Possible funding is included for BoS FY 2014-2015 

· New travel suspended

· BoS hopeful that new contract will be secured before CoC competition begins
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· National Alliance to End Homelessness (NAEH) Conference

· Held July 22-24, 2013, in Washington, DC

· 1600 participants from across USA

· 65 participants from North Carolina

Emergency Solutions Grant Funding (ESG) – Approval of Applications

· Eastpointe, inclusive of all twelve counties, approved for total funding of $107,169
· Notified Monday, August 12, 2013, from the North Carolina Balance of State:

· Twin County (Edgecombe and Nash counties) does not want to apply for funding under Eastpointe this year.

· Based on last year’s awards, 83% of ESG funding will be allocated to Twin County Regional Committee.

· Remaining ESG funding for the other eight counties is $18,219.

· Salvation Army of Wayne County is the sole ESG application from the Down East Committee

· The committee decided to split the $18,219 evenly across all applications in the Down East and Southeastern Regional area.  If there is one application in the Southeastern Region the Committee agreed to submit the Salvation Army application in the amount of $9,109.00.
