The meeting was called to order by Donna McCormick. She welcomed all attendees. 
Introductions 
Attendee introductions were made.
Approval of February 2016 Minutes

Motion was made by Mary Pat Buie to approve the minutes, seconded by Kathy Inman.
Motion to approve was offered and carried.

Balance of State Steering Committee Update & Coordinated Assessment
…There was discussion today about the Coordinated Entry Assessment process.  The Coordinated Assessment committee is as follows:  Nina Walker, Chair, Rasheeda Sturdivant, Mary Pat Buie, Donna McCormick and Kenneth Kelly.  They will meet immediately after today’s meeting to discuss the requirements we as a housing committee need to adhere to.  They will give a brief report at the next meeting.  

…Donna & Sharon informed us of the Regional Lead and Alternate meeting in Raleigh on March 4th.  Donna filled in for Susan Bellew.  The State and a committee of people have been meeting to discuss re-vamping the Regional Housing Committees across NC.  There are currently 27 Regional Committees and they hope to reduce it to 13.  Part of the reason is administratively, it will be more conducive to their staff and the NCCEH staff can have time to visit 1:1 with Regional Committees to help continue to train and educate them on CA and other related issues.  It was a very good training on what our roles/responsibilities are.
…Sharon informed us that a HMIS (Homeless Management Information System) is needed in our counties.  Currently, Family Endeavors and SCAP use this data system.  
…There were no Emergency Response Forms turned in today.  Remember to turn them in to Nina Walker at ninawalker@nc.rr.com.  The committee has to report our numbers every quarter.
Nina informed us that for the months of October through December 2015, the report she is submitting to the State has 42 total people that had prevention and diversion screenings.  Three of the 4 were diverted to domestic violence agencies and 8 were referred to emergency shelters.

Grantee Reports:
Friend-To-Friend:  Domestic Violence Shelter currently has 6 women and 7 children.  No pets at this time.

SCAP:  No report.

Old Business:
…Donna reminded the members who haven’t completed their member application, to please do so and forward it to her at donnam@sandhillscenter.org.  She will e-mail you one if you need it. 
… There is a SOAR(SSI/SSDI Outreach, Access and Recovery) training in Raleigh on March 23rd & 24th.  It is $90 for NCCEH members and $110 for non-members.  It is an intensive training for professionals to learn how to complete disability applications for consumers and it has a very short turn-around approval time. New Business:
…AHRMM will meet at a different location for the May Moore County meeting.  Kenneth Kelley has offered his conference room at NC Works on 245 Shepard Trail, right off of Hwy. #5 in Aberdeen. We decided to try different locations in order to best fit our needs.  
...We will meet in Rockingham at the Richmond County Airport conference room at 656   Airport Road for the April 19th meeting.  Kam McDonald and Dr. Mary Ratliff have graciously offered to bring snacks and coffee for our next meeting.
Agency Updates:
Sandhills Center:    Mary Pat informed the group that Phil Hewett is retiring on March 31st.  We hate to see him go but wish him much happiness.  Sandhills Center is in the process of building the staff a new building in Seven Lakes.  We’ve outgrown our current buildings.
Montgomery DSS:  John says a weatherization staff person comes to DSS and will be taking applications on 3/22/16 for any county.   Call DSS at 910-576-6531 and ask for Sonya Oakes.
Anson County Schools:  Kam reports there are 51 homeless students.  They have started recycling left over non-perishable food from the schools.  The staff will put the food in paper bags and send it home to needy families.  Otherwise, the school has to discard it.
Richmond County Schools:  Paulette reports 145 homeless students.  She informed us that the new homeless shelter has started building and is coming up at the Place of Grace Rescue Mission.

Montgomery County Schools: Alisha reports that they have 30 homeless students.  Most of them are doubled up with family/friends. 
SCAP:  Quiotti says the Housing Choice Vouchers will open up on March 18th from 9-12 noon.  This is the only time to take applications.  There are transitional housing vacancies: 3 in Anson and 2 in Rockingham.  Call Quiotti at 704-694-5161.
Friend-to-Friend:  Nikki informed us that Sexual Assault & Human Trafficking training will be held at Sandhills Community College on April 4th.  She will e-mail the flyer to Donna to send out to everyone.  Not sure if there is a cost.  They are also having a Rock-n-Run 5K on April 9th.  The fee is $10 and is child-friendly.  Location is Sandhills Community College at 8am.

Brown’s Golden Care:  Carol & Linda are still traveling NC providing in-home care assistance for people with medical and mental disorders.  Linda says they are getting more staff, which is very much needed.  Linda says they are in need of Licensed Therapists, Psychiatrists and a MD.  They gave us their new brochures and said they have been having health fairs.  
Monarch: Kathy informed us they are still transitioning positions.  There are openings in the following:  Pine Terrace SPMI group home-2; Charlotte Street IDD-1; Hoke I (IDD)-3; Richmond County (IDD)-1 and Moore IDD apartments-1.

Family Promise: Susan informed us that they haven’t encountered opposition with neighbors about the building of their new shelter.  The last step is a public hearing on March 28th.  The new site will be located on Saunders Blvd. in Southern Pines.  
Hoke County DSS:  Tammy informed us that there are new target unit properties in Raeford.  It’s called Raeford Glen. This is affordable housing for persons with disabilities.
NC Works:  Kenneth informed us that there will be another “Veteran’s Stand Down” in August in Montgomery County.  He encouraged agencies to register on their website at:  NCWorks.gov for job seekers, employers, providers, etc… It is free.  All service providers can register and advertise their agency.  

…Kenneth will provide us with a number of homeless veterans soon.
